General entries must be made on the relevant entry form and delivered to the Show Secretary at
the Henderson Pavilion, Rutherglen by 5 pm on FRIDAY 12 OCTOBER, 2017; however earlier
entries are encouraged. Each exhibitor will be given a sticker which must be attached to each
exhibit to ensure exhibits are be placed into their correct Section and Class. Late entries for
Flowers may be made up to Friday 20th October by 5 pm.

All pavilion exhibits,(except where otherwise specified) must be delivered to the Henderson Pavilion
by the time stated in Pavilion Conditions. This regulation will be strictly enforced.

All Outside Exhibitors must restrict their activities to the area allotted as per Ground Space
Application. Society regulations require that all Ground fees MUST be paid prior to Show Day.

Ages of Horses to date from 1% August. (see separate schedule for Horse events)

The judges have the power to withhold any prize if they deem the Exhibit unworthy, or give a lesser
prize; or they may award Special Prizes in the form of Certificates of Merit, for exhibits which they
may deem worthy.

All Articles shown must be the Bona Fide property of the exhibitor (except in Flowers for decorative
arrangements). All cereals exhibited for the exhibition must be the Bona Fide growth or make of
the exhibitor and must be the produce of the last preceding harvest. This rule will be strictly
enforced.

In cases of a difference of opinion between judges, the services of an independent judge will be
used.

Pre-paid Members Subscriptions -$25 includes entry for 2 Adults and four children under 16 to the
Show and entrance for their vehicle to the Showgrounds.

No person except those considered actually necessary will be allowed to accompany exhibits
and/or exhibitors at judging.

The competition has been introduced for this year as a trial to determine interest in holding sheep
judging competitions for rural youth at our Annual Show going forward.

Whilst the conduct of the competition is aligned to the ASA (Agricultural Shows Australia)
Guidelines, only the winner of classes those aged 15 years and over would be eligible to compete
at the Victorian State Final.

The competition requires judging of two classes of sheep, (1) Downs or short wool breed and (2)
long wool breed and comprises two elements being (a) visual judging and scoring and (b) oral
presentation on their choices.

TUG OF WAR RULES

THE ROPE

The game involves a single rope with a red mark made in the middle of the rope. This red mark is placed
at a perpendicular angle to align to the exact centre point marked on the ground before the
commencement of the game. A coloured mark is made on each end of the rope exactly 13 feet (4
metres) from the red mark. This is the point where the first member of each team will stand.

The objective of the game is for each team to pull the rope along with the members of the opposition
team to their side.
